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Bald Hills State School actively monitors student development through our 
Assessment and Reporting Framework which was developed in 1999. School based 
intervention programs, including Numeracy Intervention, Support-a- Reader, Support-
a-Writer and Reading recovery, are provided for students experiencing difficulty in 
literacy and numeracy in the early years.�

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Bald Hills State School Community encourages children to participate in a range of 
extra-curricular activities. The school offers a senior and junior choir who perform 
regularly at school events and a Competition Choir which have been placed in every 
competition they participated in in 2004. As well as an instrumental music program 
and strings program which provides small group tuition leading up to whole band 
performances. 

Opportunities are provided for children to participate in a variety of academic 
competitions in the areas of Mathematics, English, Science and Technology. Each 
Friday children from Years 5-7 have the opportunity to enjoy and develop a variety of 
sporting skills through the inter-school sports program. A school camping and 
excursion program enables students to participate in a variety of activities and 
learning experiences beyond the local area. 

Over 250 students participated in our fourth School Musical – Kids at Sea. This was 
performed over two nights to capacity audiences. Year 7 students also participated in 
Artists in Residence program with Aspley State High.
